The approved provider of the education and care service must ensure that, for the purposes of the educational program, the following are documented -

	In preparing the documentation. The approved provider must consider
(i) The period of time that the child is being educated and cared for by the service; and

(ii) How the documentation will be used by the educators at the service; and

(iii) Prepare the documentation in a way that is readily understandable by the educators at the service and the parents of the child.

	RECULATION 75 – The approved provider of an education and care service must ensure that;

	

	Information about the contents and operation of the educational program for the service is displayed at the education and care service premises at a place and accessible to parents of children being educated and cared for by the service; and

	

	A copy of the educational program is available at the following places for inspection on request-
(i) In the case of a centre-based service, at the education and care services premises

	REGULATION 76 – The approved provider of an education and care service must ensure that a parent of a child being educated and cared for by the service is provided with the following information on request;

	

	Information about the content and operation of the educational program so far as it relates to that child

	

	Information about the child’s participation in the program

	

	A copy of the documents kept under regulation 74 (above) in respect of the child

	STORAGE OF RECORDS AND OTHER DOCUMENTS

The approved provider of an education and care service must ensure that records and documents set out in REGULATION 177 

	

	In the case of any other record relating to a child enrolled at the education and care service;

(a) The documentation of child assessments or evaluations for delivery of the educational program as set out in regulation 74

(b) Assessments of the child’s developmental needs, interests, experiences and participation in the educational program; and

(c) Assessments of the child’s progress against the outcomes of the educational program.

The record must be kept until the end of 3 years after the last date on which the child was educated and cared for by the service
